flooding. Significant alleviation measures must be included in the proposal yet
are missing. We would expect properties to be 'flood proofed’ with measures
identified through a comprehensive flood risk assessment. This could take the
form of Sustainable Urban Drainage Systems, permeable hardstanding with
appropriate run off, houses being raised above the expected level of flood risk
are just a few examples. We would hope the developer considers the challenges
creatively.

as a gateway to the town materials must be sympathetic, the lack of stone faced
detailing and high quality finishes should be addressed.

the application does not include an element of affordable housing in its
proposal.

given the level nature of the site in relation to the uneven nature of the area we
would encourage more level access housing for those with access issues.

the proposals do not go far enough with regard to carbon emissions and we
would like to see this addressed in future submissions.
