Hebden Royd Town Council Allotment Bonfires Policy DRAFT 2026

1.Hebden Royd Town Council does not encourage the lighting on bonfires on Council Allotment Sites. 
2. Both Banksfield Allotments, Mytholmroyd and High Hirst Allotments, Hebden Bridge are in Smoke Control Areas, more information can be found here: Calderdale Council Smoke Control Areas. 
3. Any resultant green waste from cultivation should be composted, either in the communal composting bays or individual plot holders own compost heap(s). 
4. Any rubbish should be disposed of by Tenants using their household waste services or the Local Authorities Recycling and Waste Disposal Services. 
6. Where bonfires are lit they should follow the guidance provided by Calderdale MBC in their document: Advice, Guidance and Legal requirements for the disposal of Waste on Allotments.
7. Complaints made against Tenants who light bonfires may result in a warning and subsequent termination of their Tenancy.
8. This document is informed by the National Allotment Society’s Document - Bonfires and Waste Disposal on Allotments.
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
